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Developing an Organizational Integrity Policy in Georgian Public Institutions

The development of an institutional integrity policy by a public institution is one of the important
mechanisms of public governance reform, which contributes to the fight against corruption in the
public service, improves the transparency and accountability of public institutions. The fight against
corruption by the Government of Georgia and the development of an organizational integrity policy
by public institutions are an important prerequisite for integration into Europe. In 2019, the National
Anti-Corruption Council of Georgia approved the Corruption Risk Assessment Methodology, which
is an effective mechanism for identifying integrity risks by public institutions, determining corruption
prevention measures, and developing evidence-based policy documents. During this period,
twelve public institutions developed and approved institutional integrity policy documents. The aim
of the article is to assess the process and content of developing institutional integrity policy docu-
ments by twelve public institutions in Georgia, at the central and local self-government levels. The
paper presents a comparative analysis of international and national standards for developing
institutional integrity policies, which have been developed by international organizations and the
National Anti-Corruption Council of Georgia. The paper identifies the main trends, achievements
and challenges in the process of developing institutional integrity policies and presents

recommendations for improving this process.

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Mechanism for Suspending the Operation of a Disputed Norm
in Georgian Constitutional Proceedings

Constitutional courts around the world are united by one goal - ensuring the supremacy of the
constitution and protecting constitutional rights. To achieve this goal, constitutional courts are
equipped with specific powers. Among them, in a number of countries, constitutional courts have a
wide range of temporary and preventive measures. As for Georgia, the Georgian legislation on
constitutional proceedings provides for the only type of preventive remedy for the protection of
rights - the mechanism for suspending the operation of a disputed norm. Thus, the Constitutional
Court of Georgia does not have a wide range of preventive measures, however, it is fair to note
that the power granted to it by law to suspend the contested norm, due to its importance, has been
recognized by the Venice Commission as a necessary extension of the principle of protecting the
individual from irreparable harm. Accordingly, the utmost importance of the correct and effective
use by the Constitutional Court of Georgia of the only preventive mechanism at its disposal - the
power to suspend the operation of the contested norm - is clear for the protection of the supremacy
of the Constitution. Despite this, an analysis of the practice of the Constitutional Court of Georgia
confirms that the Constitutional Court resorts to suspending the operation of the contested norm in
rare cases. Of course, on the one hand, this may be due to an improperly formulated request by
the plaintiffs, but on the other hand, certain shortcomings in the standards established by the
Constitutional Court cannot be ruled out. That is why, in order to assess the compatibility with the
recommendations voiced by the European Commission and the needs existing in Georgian reality,
the aim of the paper presented at the conference is to systematize these standards, critically
analyze them, and develop appropriate recommendations for improving the standards, considering

Georgian reality and international experience.

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Legal Grounds for Dismissal of a Civil Servant

The Law of Georgia on ,Civil Servants” establishes the grounds and procedure for dismissal of a
civil servant from service. The grounds for dismissal of a professional civil servant are divided into
mandatory (Article 107) and optional (Article 108) grounds. The prerequisite for such differentiation
is objective criteria, as well as the discretionary authority of the official with the authority to make a
decision, which may be related to a number of objective circumstances (the civil servant’s health
status, experience, status, interest of the civil service, etc.). Although the law provides for the
possibility of making decisions on the basis of discretion, it must be said that the legitimate interest
of the civil service should not be jeopardized. There are cases when the professionalism of an
individual civil servant, his experience, institutional memory significantly represent a public legal
interest in maintaining him in the service, we cannot equate such a case with a subjective interest
and the approach in individual cases may be different. The decision to dismiss an official will be
legal if both the criteria of formal and substantive legality are observed. It is worth noting the need
to observe procedural order, which also affects the legality of the decision made. The paper will
focus on the challenges we face in the civil service. Both the existing legislation and judicial
practice will be analyzed, as well as the experience of foreign countries. Special emphasis will be
placed on cases of dismissal of an official upon personal application, in connection with which in
individual cases there may be completely different prerequisites, which do not confirm the validity
of the official's will. The paper will propose recommendations for further improvement of the

legislation.

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Discovering Constitutional Identities in Georgia, in the EU and in the World

Constitutional identity is not an immediately tangible concept. Various professors interpret it
differently. The presentation will discuss the views of both Georgian and foreign scholars, some of
which contradict each other. The presentation will also address the mechanisms that can be used
to identify constitutional identities in different jurisdictions. The speaker will present four different
models that can be applied to discover constitutional identity in any democratic state. According to
the first model, constitutional identities can be found beyond the text of the constitution, specifically
in declarations of independence. The United States will be discussed as an example of this model.
The second model involves identifying constitutional identity in the preamble of the constitution.
Turkey is used as the example here. The third model suggests that constitutional identity can be
read directly from the constitutional text. In this case, two subtypes can be distinguished. In one,
an ordinary constitutional norm may take on the function of expressing identity, while in the other,
this role is fulfilled by an immutable (unchangeable) norm. Each case will be illustrated with
examples from relevant countries. The presentation will critically examine the idea of expressing
constitutional identity through immutable norms. Specifically, through presenting relevant
arguments, the speaker will argue that not every protected (unchangeable) norm necessarily
reflects identity. Therefore, a formula will be proposed during the presentation, which, when
applied, will clarify when exactly an immutable norm can serve the function of expressing
constitutional identity. Examples will be discussed in the article to illustrate the practical application
of this formula. The fourth model for discovering constitutional identity involves identifying it
through judicial decisions. After discussing the mentioned models, the presentation will focus on
the constitutional identity of the Georgian Constitution, exploring whether it possesses its own
distinct identity. Finally, the presentation will touch on the founding document of the European
Union and its references to constitutional identity. Additionally, using Hungary as an example, it will
be shown how this reference has been distorted and what measures the EU has taken in

response.

The
study of their relationship is one of the topical issues of jurisprudence, since law-making, law-
enforcing and law implementation activities are primarily based on their value assessments, which
reveal a certain hierarchical order in the form of a relationship between goals and means - one part
of the values is used to achieve other, higher values. The movement of values, their advancement
or regression is a common phenomenon of public life, and although there is no single scheme for
assessing values, academic research focused on these problems is important to prevent “value
errors”. The purpose of our report is to demonstrate the relationship between justice, as the
guiding value of the legal space, and the value of law (law). To show that law (law) is based on the
idea of justice and that justice is an internal property of law (law), its idea. Law (law) is normatively
reinforced justice.

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The Right to be Forgotten as a Guarantee of the Protection of the Right
to Privacy and its Implementation in Law Enforcement

The right to privacy is one of the most important fundamental rights. The right to privacy, on the
one hand, means the ability of an individual to independently develop his or her private life,
personally, according to his or her own judgment, and on the other hand, to be protected from
interference in his or her private sphere by the state or any other persons. An integral part of the
constitutional right to privacy is the right to be forgotten, which means the right of an individual to
have data about him or her deleted from databases once collected. Data collected by the state for
a legitimate purpose should be stored for the period for which there is a need and necessity for the
data to be stored. Data collection and storage is a particularly sensitive issue in law enforcement
activities. Maintaining law and order in the modern era also requires having information about
every possible threat. The right to be forgotten is particularly acute when the issue concerns infor-
mation collected in the field of criminal law, such as data on convictions, data on DNA codes, cell
samples, fingerprints. It is always a controversial issue how long the state can store the mentioned
information? Considering international practice and the decisions of the European Court, the
nature of the data, as well as the nature of the crime itself and the threat posed by the individual,
are of particular importance in this regard. By taking all the above into account, it is possible to
determine the legitimate terms of data storage. It is precisely the above-mentioned issues that the

issue presented at the conference concerns.

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The Impact of Parliamentary Control on the Stability of the Constitution of Georgia

The stability of the constitution is directly related to the proper functioning of the parliament as a
constitutional body. This connection is especially evident in the relationship between the two bran-
ches of government - the executive and legislative branches. The more effective the parliamentary
control over the executive branch, the stronger the parliament, which in turn determines the stabi-
lity of the constitution. Current political and legal events demonstrate that parliamentary control is
not very productive, which leads to the unusual dominance of the body accountable to it - the
government. This imbalance leads to a violation of the principle of separation of powers. Stren-
gthening the constitutional mechanisms of parliamentary control will ensure the restoration of the
disturbed balance between the branches of government, and the center of these processes will be
the Parliament of Georgia, as the constitution-making body. Parliamentary control mechanisms,
such as interpellation, vote of no confidence, political responsibility of the government and/or indivi-
dual ministers, are partially established in the Georgian legal framework. Failure to use the existing
mechanisms greatly undermines the role of the Parliament as a body that maintains the balance of
power. The main goal of the paper is to identify the mechanisms of parliamentary control provided
for by the Constitution and their impact on the stability of the Constitution. The author's views on

strengthening parliamentary control will also be presented.

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Georgia's Progress in the Field of Democracy, Rule of Law and
Human Rights in the European Integration Process

On 14-15 December 2023, the European Council opened accession negotiations with Ukraine and
Moldova and granted Georgia candidate status. In 2024, the European Union started accession
negotiations with Ukraine and Moldova, but not with Georgia, as the European Commission
assessed that Georgia had not fulfilled its obligations to the EU. Among these obligations, one of
the most important is the political criteria for accession, and more specifically the first cluster of
negotiating chapters - the fulfillment of the fundamentals, which are related to democracy, the rule
of law, human rights, public governance and the independence of the judiciary. Although Georgia
has made progress in various areas, the main challenge facing the country remains to fulfill the
conditions of the first cluster of the accession process. Georgia was granted candidate status with
certain conditions, which implies the implementation of the accession criteria. Georgia has not fully
fulfilled these obligations to date. Moreover, in 2024, Georgia adopted the Law on Transparency of
Foreign Influence, which became one of the main reasons for the suspension of the country’s
European integration process. This paper discusses Georgia’s progress in fulfilling the outstanding

obligations under the accession criteria and in implementing legal and political reforms.

Implementation of the Open Government Partnership (OGP) and
the Association Agreement in the Autonomous Republic of Adjara

The Open Government Partnership (OGP) is a multilateral initiative that aims to ensure that
governments fulfill specific commitments in terms of open government, transparency, citizen enga-
gement, and the fight against corruption. Georgia joined the OGP in September 2011. On July 1,
2016, Georgia’s Association Agreement with the European Union entered into full force. The
Georgian government has committed to increasing the transparency and accountability of state
institutions, as well as strengthening citizen participation, improving the anti-corruption system in
public services and the public sector. Along with the central authorities of Georgia, the authorities
of the Autonomous Republic of Ajara have also joined the OGP in implementing the openness
components and good governance principles of the Association Agreement. For example, the A.R.
The Supreme Council decided to systematically share the principles of open governance and, at its
extraordinary plenary session on April 30, 2020, approved an amendment to the regulations,
according to which a permanent body was established in the Supreme Council - the Open Gover-
nance Council. This council promotes the implementation of the principles of open and good
governance in the Supreme Council. In the spring of 2024, when the Law of Georgia “On Trans-
parency of Foreign Influence” was adopted, the OGP called on the Georgian government to withd-
raw the initiated draft law, warning that otherwise the country’s membership in the OGP could be
suspended. On October 16, 2024, the Georgian government received a notification of the suspen-

sion of its membership in the Open Governance Partnership.

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The Progressive Judicial Activism of the European Court of Human
Rights in the Field of Freedom of Expression and Its Influence
on Recent Georgian Judicial Practice

This paper explores the role of the European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR) in the protection of
human rights and in the dynamic and evolutionary interpretation of the catalogue of rights
enshrined in the European Convention on Human Rights. In interpreting human rights, the ECtHR
adheres to the doctrine of the Convention as a "living instrument." In the landmark case Tyrer v.
the United Kingdom, the Court emphasized that the rights protected by the Convention must be
interpreted considering present-day legal, social, ethical, and scientific developments. The doctrine
of judicial activism and the dynamic interpretation of the Convention are anchored in its Preamble,
which underscores the practical and effective enjoyment of human rights. Judicial activism by the
ECtHR is particularly evident in the interpretation of Article 10 of the Convention, which guarantees
freedom of expression. In interpreting this article, the Court applies the method of evolutionary
interpretation, guided by the object and purpose of the Convention. The paper examines how the
standards established by Article 10 of the Convention are reflected in the decisions of the common
courts of Georgia and assesses their impact on the overall quality of human rights protection within
the Georgian judicial system. It analyzes case law in which domestic courts relied on the ECtHR’s
dynamic interpretation of Article 10 and demonstrated a rights-sensitive approach. Furthermore,
the paper discusses the doctrine of the "margin of appreciation" as a limiting factor on judicial acti-
vism in the interpretation of Article 10. The study highlights the broad discretion afforded to states
in restricting freedom of expression and identifies the circumstances under which the necessity of

interference falls within the state's margin of appreciation.

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Internal Departmental Document as a Basis for Restricting
Access to Public Information in Georgia

The right to access public information is one of the most important values protected by the
Constitution of Georgia, which is also emphasized by the Constitutional Court of Georgia. Accor-
ding to its explanation, without access to information, it is impossible to ensure freedom of opinion
and the vital discussion characteristic of a free society. In practice, the realization of the right
depends on the conscientious implementation of the norms of the General Administrative Code,
however, unfortunately, from year to year in the report on the state of human rights and freedoms
in Georgia, the Public Defender indicates that the identified shortcomings indicate the need for
timely implementation of legislative reform regulating freedom of information and the creation of an
appropriate supervisory institution. The problem is particularly exacerbated by the imbalance
between the right to access public information and the mechanisms for protecting the right to
privacy. Obviously, access to official state documents contributes to increasing the accountability
and efficiency of public institutions, which is vital for the goals of European integration. However, in
addition to refusing to provide public information on the grounds of personal data protection, a
problem was also identified with the broad definition of the concept of internal departmental docu-
mentation. The legislative regulation recognizes the concept of internal departmental document-
tation, which can be closed to interested parties, although the legislation does not define the
concept of such a document, which often allows administrative bodies to make very broad and
unfounded interpretations. Against the background of wide discretion and unpredictable practice of
interpreting the norm, limiting access to information significantly undermines the standards of
accountability and transparency in the country. The report at the conference will be devoted to

discussing this topic.

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Employment Contract as a Challenge for Harmonization with
the Association Agreement and European Legislation

The most mobile and widespread form of management of entrepreneurial companies is the
determination of a specific head or body, who will be responsible for conducting business activities
and for the development of the company. Until 2021, the Georgian legislative space did not
specifically determine what type of agreement should regulate the relationship between the parties.
In reality, we had an obligation-legal contract, which was still identified as labor, regarding which
different positions had already been expressed in practice. According to the new version of the
law, after the decision to appoint a manager to a position is made, or in parallel, an employment
contract is concluded between the corporation and the manager, to which the provisions of labor
law do not apply. The law does not indicate the voluntariness of concluding an employment
contract, therefore it is assumed that all limited liability companies and joint-stock companies have
such an employment contract to conclude. According to the new version of the Law "On
Entrepreneurs"”, the employment contract must specify the remuneration rules of the manager,
rights and obligations and any other issues that are the subject of an agreement between the
parties. It is clearly defined here that it is not equivalent to a labor contract and that the norms of
the Civil Code apply to it. It is important to note that the development of the new version of the Law
"On Entrepreneurs" was prompted by the obligations assumed under the Association Agreement.
The issue of harmonization of laws remains a significant challenge in the field of European
integration. It is noteworthy that focusing on results with only theoretical frameworks is not enough.
Practical comparative analysis plays a greater role. That is why a deep analysis of the topic can

suggest specific problems and ways to solve them.

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Electronic Surveillance as a Temporary Measure Mechanism
for Responding to the Fact of Violence

Electronic surveillance plays an important role in the process of preventing the recurrence of
violence against women and/or domestic violence. Electronic surveillance, as a temporary mea-
sure mechanism for responding to the fact of violence, is used only in the case of issuing a
restraining order, when the perpetrator is prohibited from approaching the victim and there is a real
threat of recurrence of violence. In practical terms, an authorized police officer, the circle of whom
is determined by the order of the Minister of Internal Affairs of Georgia, assesses the reality of the
threat of recurrence of violence based on the risk assessment tool and, by answering specific
questions, with the consent of the victim, makes decisions on the implementation of electronic
surveillance. The existence of the above three conditions in combination is necessary for the
authorized officer to make a decision on the establishment of electronic surveillance. In the event
of issuing a protocol on the implementation of electronic supervision after making a decision, it
shall be submitted to the court for approval within 24 hours of issuance. The court shall consider
the issue within 24 hours of this application in accordance with the procedure established by the
legislation of Georgia and shall make a decision. If the court does not satisfy the petition, electronic
supervision shall not be implemented. The electronic supervision mechanism in Georgia began
operating in September 2020, and to date it has been used in more than 110 cases. According to
data from the last two years, investigations have been initiated into more than 10,000 cases of
domestic violence and family crimes, and more than 18,000 restraining orders have been issued.
These data show that the rate of use of electronic supervision is very low, and it is mostly used

only in cases of domestic violence.

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Informed Consent and Protection of Patient Rights in a
Comparative Legal Perspective

“Informed consent” is a mechanism for effectively protecting fundamental rights related to human
health, and in case of violation of the conditions agreed between the parties - an important legal
lever for fairly distributing responsibility. “Informed consent” is a special legal element of medical
service, which has become the basis for initiating a manipulative response by a medical institution.
In content, it is a document carrying the function of a “choice”, which is obtained as a result of fully
stated and understandable medical consultation. Consent is a mechanism for protecting the
patient’s legitimate interests - from unjustified intrusion into personal life or the risk of violating the
right to self-determination, or the principle of autonomy of the patient’s will. The harmonization of
professional ethics norms and fundamental human rights and freedoms in medicine has led to the
modernization of paternalistic approaches between the patient and the doctor. “Informed consent”
has given the patient’s position significant legal weight in the process of starting and ending
treatment, as well as selecting a treatment method. Accordingly, informed consent is not a formal
instrument with a fictional content. It is an object of research independent of the medical service
contract, which is a means of protecting against illegitimate intrusion into private life. “Informed
consent” is the result of the reception of continental European law in Georgian medical law.
German-French legislation is the most exemplary in this regard. However, at the same time,
international human rights case law is extremely important in terms of protecting the principle of
patient autonomy, which creates invaluable material for the development of this field of Georgian

law in a comparative legal perspective.

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Marriage as an Emerging Right: Georgian Regulation
in the Contextof European Human Rights Law

The right to marry has been strengthened by several international instruments. The norm of the
right to marry refers to marriage as a voluntary union of adult women and men, which in practice
has been interpreted as a union between a biological woman and a biological man. The formation
and strengthening of the right to marry in this form was considered the so-called traditional
understanding of marriage and family, which in practice meant the right of a woman and a man of
reproductive age to marry and found a family. Such a definition of the right to marry was
associated with the time of adoption of these instruments and the intentions of their creators, which
are related to the reality and social perceptions existing at that time. Accordingly, the challenges of
the last century, including the problem of equality between women and men, which (to a large
extent) led to the consideration of marriage alongside other fundamental rights, remained out of
focus. Since the beginning of the 21st century, the approach of the European Court of Human
Rights has changed, from a strictly heteronormative right, to recognizing marriage as an evolving
right. Given that the modern world has recognized the ongoing changes within the institution of
marriage and the need to consider the modern needs of society, because of the amendments
made to the Constitution of Georgia in 2017, the neutral formulation of marriage has changed, and

it has been established as an exclusive union between a man and a woman.

The Impact of the EU Artificial Intelligence Act on the Practice of the European
Court of Human Rights in the Process of Implementing Artificial Intelligence

The European Court of Human Rights is a very important, but very busy institution. Today, the
court receives more than 45,000 applications every year. In these conditions, in order to relieve the
court, an artificial intelligence-based program is being developed that, based on an analysis of the
circumstances of its case and case law, advises the applicant whether to send an application to
the European Court or not. The presentation will analyze the features of this program and the logic
that the program will use to issue a recommendation. Moreover, attention will be paid to the
expertise carried out during the creation of the program and its impact on the formation of the final
version. The same report will briefly review general models for "teaching" information to artificial
intelligence. When describing these models, the advantages and problems of each of them in
terms of their implementation and applicability in practice will also be assessed. It is also worth
noting that the Artificial Intelligence Act adopted by the European Union entered into force in
August of this year. This document is the first legally binding act that is entirely dedicated to
artificial intelligence. Within the framework of the report, the applicability of the EU Artificial
Intelligence Act in practice will be assessed in the context of the analysis of the software. It is
necessary that the act is also assessed in the international legal context, because, as mentioned, it
is currently the only legally binding document that deals with artificial intelligence. Together with
the act, within the framework of the report, the Council of Europe Framework Convention on
Artificial Intelligence will be assessed. Although the document has not yet entered into force, it is
important to assess the potential interrelationships of these acts, since the EU act is adopted in the

form of a regulation, while the Convention is a classic international legal treaty.

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Fair Administrative Proceedings and the Right to a Fair Trial
in the Context of the Association Agreement with the European Union

The paths of rapprochement between Georgia and the European Union are based on common
values. Georgia has undertaken to ensure barrier-free access to courts and administrative bodies
for its citizens. The right to a fair administrative procedure is the foundation of the right to a fair
trial, the realization and guarantee of which depend on the result of exhausting all legal remedies
with administrative bodies. In-depth study of the issue by public administration bodies creates a
basis for the courts to make a fair decision in relation to each citizen or person, without returning
the issue to the administrative body for reconsideration, and to avoid delaying the consideration of
the dispute to obtain additional evidence. The guarantee of the protection of the right to fair
administrative proceedings is related to "good governance", the purpose of which is the openness
and transparency of administrative bodies, the comprehensive consideration of the issue of each
citizen or legal entity, the involvement of interested parties in administrative proceedings and their
protection, considering their respective needs. In this process, it is important to raise civil
awareness to overcome artificially created social, cultural, physical or financial barriers to access
to administrative bodies and justice. Free legal services, legal advice, independent lawyers and
jurists, expert groups are aimed at overcoming existing barriers. It is also important to increase the
professional knowledge and ethics, skills of public officials hearing cases, create a unified
electronic database of administrative proceedings, develop the knowledge and skills of judges and
achieve a high level of independence. The report analyzes the issues and presents relevant

recommendations.

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Profiling, Artificial Intelligence, and Challenges in the
Context of the EU Artificial Intelligence Act

In the modern world, artificial intelligence (Al) is increasingly integrated into all aspects of daily life,
both by individuals and within public and private sectors. lts rapid and dynamic development
continues to reshape various domains, and the full extent of its future capabilities remains
uncertain. As Al-based tools become more prevalent in public life, they also present growing risks
of human rights violations. On August 1, 2024, the European Union’s Artificial Intelligence Act
entered into force, introducing the first comprehensive legal framework for regulating Al. It is
crucial to assess how this Act may influence Georgian legislation, particularly in the context of
personal data processing through profiling. Notably, Georgian legislation does not currently define
the term "artificial intelligence." Nevertheless, the Law of Georgia on Personal Data Protection
regulates the processing of personal data through Al tools, with a focus on safeguarding
fundamental human rights and freedoms — including the rights to private and family life, personal
space, and the confidentiality of communication. This law defines profiling and establishes the
rules governing its application. What risks does profiling pose in the context of increased use of Al-
based tools? Is profiling in any way restricted when it comes to data subjects and the use of
artificial intelligence? What are the potential benefits and drawbacks? What kind of case law exists
in the European Court of Human Rights regarding artificial intelligence and profiling? This
presentation seeks to address these questions and provide an in-depth analysis of the existing

challenges within this rapidly evolving legal and technological landscape.

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The Impact of Public Acts on Private Legal Relations
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With the development of a market economy, the importance of a unified land management policy,
the need for proper distribution of resources, and the necessity of creating guarantees protecting
property rights, both from a legal and economic point of view, are increasing. Accordingly, the
influence of public acts in the process of obtaining ownership of real estate in private legal relations
is increasing. Even though civil law regulates the rights of specific subjects to certain objects, the
norms regulating property rights can be considered the cornerstone of private law. Accordingly, it
turned out that the use of public law is necessary for the implementation of the norms of civil law.
Along with the development of private legal relations, the function of the subject of public law, the
registration authority, has increased and has acquired constitutional significance in some
European countries. The main value of the Georgian registration system is that the presumption of
completeness and accuracy of the records on each immovable property, which is established by
the National Agency of Public Registry at the legislative level, is a guarantee of public order, free
circulation of things and protection of property rights. The report discusses the registration systems
of foreign countries and their main features using the example of European and Latin American
countries. It is noted that in the scientific literature, the primary factor of the institution of
registration is related to the high value of the immovable property and its social significance. In
legal doctrine, the determination of the origin of the right of ownership depends on the systems of
transfer of property rights, which realizes the free will of the owner to treat the thing as his own.
The report assesses the influence of public acts and their importance in the process of origin of

property rights.

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Social Protection of Children Without Appropriate Care and Challenges
Related to Harmonization of EU Law

The European Union’s “European Child Guarantee” initiative, launched in March 2021, lays the
foundation for all children to have access to free education, healthy meals at school, healthcare
and decent housing. One year after the launch of the initiative, EU countries will submit a National
Action Plan to the European Commission, explaining how they intend to implement the Child
Guarantee initiative. One of the target groups within the initiative is children at risk of
abandonment. The paper will discuss the current situation in EU countries in terms of poverty and
social exclusion, followed by a comparison of the situation in Georgia, a discussion of social
protection programs at the state and municipal levels supporting families, and a comparison of
their accessibility with the mechanisms for preventing child separation from their families
introduced in European countries. Statistical data show that although 254,333 children in Georgia
are beneficiaries of social assistance, a significant proportion of children living in poverty remain
outside the social assistance system. A separate chapter in the paper is devoted to the problem of
access of the target group to free healthcare. Access to healthcare, based on the purpose of the
paper, refers to free services that provide the child with appropriate consultation and access to a
qualified healthcare professional, with the necessary follow-up actions. As a result of the analysis
of the statistics presented, we will see that many health promotion programs do not reach the most
vulnerable strata of society and further give advantages to financially well-off people. Thus, the
principle of “proportional universalism”, which ensures universal access to services when offered,

does not work very well in practice.

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Formal Constitutional Control in the Georgian Legal Perspective

Constitutional control, as a mechanism for the effective protection of fundamental human rights,
occupies a special place in European legal reality. In Georgia, the large-scale amendments made
to the Constitution of Georgia in 2017, among other issues, also affected the provisions related to
the Constitutional Court. Of particular interest in this regard are the normative changes related to
the powers of the Constitutional Court. According to the pre-reform version, the powers of the
Constitutional Court of Georgia were determined by the Constitution of Georgia and the relevant
organic law. After the reform, the definition of the powers of the Constitutional Court belongs only
to the circle of issues regulated by the Constitution, and the organic law was limited to determining
the powers of the Constitutional Court that are not defined by the Constitution. The Organic Law
regulating the activities of the Constitutional Court of Georgia, before and after the constitutional
reform, provided for a number of powers of the Constitutional Court, which were determined not by
the Constitution, but by the Organic Law. However, after the amendments, it became problematic
from the point of view of constitutionality to define several powers of the Constitutional Court by the
Organic Law, including formal constitutional control. From a formal point of view, the Constitution
of Georgia does not provide for a separate provision for the exercise of formal constitutional
control. Although the Constitutional Court is defined by the Constitution as a body of constitutional
control, even taking this into account, it is difficult to establish a clear boundary of competence
between formal and substantive control. In addition, it is interesting to analyze the normative
foundations of the Organic Law regulating the activities of the Constitutional Court, to what extent
they provide for the exercise of formal constitutional control. The purpose of this report is precisely
to assess the normative foundations of formal constitutional control and the legal perspective of

exercising this authority.

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Transparency Law and Challenges to the Rule of Law
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The Georgian Law “On Transparency of Foreign Influence” is problematic in many aspects, from
the point of view of constitutional law, fundamental human rights, or administrative law. It should be
especially noted the issues related to the rule of law and legal predictability, which, one might say,
gather and unite the problems from a systemic point of view. A large part of the norms of the law,
their content, scope of application, and the definition of addressees raise several questions marks
and make it completely unpredictable, thus calling into question the fulfilment of the functions of
predictability and legal security of the law. Such a situation further reveals the real goals that the
legislative act was intended to achieve. It is noteworthy that the restrictive measure used by the
law is proportionate and compatible with the constitutional principle of the rule of law in general. It
is also interesting to see to what extent the possibility of requesting any type of information from
any person by administrative procedure complies with the legal standard for the protection of
professional secrecy and to what extent it creates a prerequisite for legal certainty among

representatives of professions with increased public interest.

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Transparency Law in a Comparative Perspective

When adopting the Georgian Law “On Transparency of Foreign Influence”, the initiators pointed to
similar acts that are in force in various states. Particular attention was paid to the American and
French “analogs”. In this regard, great importance is attached to the extent to which Georgian law
can be compared with these acts, to discuss their similarities and differences. A discussion of the
Transparency Law from a comparative-legal perspective sheds light on many practical issues,
including the scope of the law, the definition of addressees, responsibility and legal consequences.
Along with the formal, a substantive analysis and comparison is necessary, since the formal level
alone does not provide complete and exhaustive answers, moreover, formalistic comparativity

often leads the audience to erroneous conclusions and produces manipulable results.

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Transparency Laws and International Justice

Before the enactment of the Law on Transparency of Foreign Influence in Georgia, there were
successful attempts to enact and enforce laws of a similar spirit in Hungary and Russia. It is
noteworthy that both laws were challenged in the relevant international courts, whose decisions
provide an excellent picture of the extent to which laws and regulations of such spirit comply with
the values and legislation of the European Union and are in line with human rights. In Russia, as a
member state of the Council of Europe, the transparency law was challenged by Ecodefense,
together with other non-governmental organizations, in the European Court of Human Rights.
According to the court, the law violated human rights, as the stigmatization and harassment cau-
sed by the law, the crippling effect, and the lack of a fair trial violated Articles 11 and 13 of the
European Convention on Human Rights. This decision is a precedent that has protected the rights
of NGOs from undue state interference. Unfortunately, after the decision was reviewed, it was no
longer possible for civil society to function in Russia. A law adopted in Hungary in 2017 was
challenged by the Court of Justice of the European Union, which found that the law was incom-
patible with EU law and values. This is a critical decision that protects the rights of NGOs to freely
associate and receive funding without excessive government interference. It establishes a clear
legal framework for the protection of civil society within the EU and reinforces the importance of
respecting fundamental rights and freedoms. The decision is clear evidence that any country that

wants and aspires to become a member of the EU cannot achieve its goal with laws of this nature.

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Erosion of Democracy Under the Cover of Legislation: The Impact of Georgia’s
Law on Transparency of Foreign Influence on Civil Society

The Law on Transparency of Foreign Influence significantly restricts freedom of expression,
association, and activity. The law requires organizations that receive more than 20% of their
income from foreign sources, including international donor organizations, to register as “organi-
zations promoting the interests of a foreign power.” This label and the obligations associated with it
create significant barriers to free activity. The law’s requirements violate freedom of association by
creating additional bureaucratic barriers and stigmatizing organizations, making it difficult to
establish and operate. This is particularly problematic for small and newly established organi-
zations that lack the resources to cope with the additional administrative burden. The law has a
“dilutive effect” on freedom of expression, leading to self-censorship when expressing critical opi-
nions. This effect is particularly pronounced on politically and socially important issues, where
organizations may refrain from criticizing the government for fear of sanctions. Freedom of activity
is restricted by strict monitoring and reporting requirements, as well as heavy sanctions, which
hinder the effective work of organizations. These restrictions are particularly problematic for orga-
nizations working to protect human rights, which are often critical of the government. The Venice
Commission and the OSCE/ODIHR note that the restrictions imposed by the law are dispro-
portionate and contrary to international standards. The law significantly hinders the development of
civil society and ultimately reduces pluralism, hinders public dialogue, and limits participation in

democratic processes.

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The Threat of Invasion of Personal Data and Privacy Under the Transparency Law

The Georgian Law “On Transparency of Foreign Influence” interferes disproportionately and
inappropriately in the sphere of a person’s private life. According to the law, a person authorized by
the Ministry of Justice of Georgia to conduct monitoring has the right to search, among other
things, for special categories of personal data that relate to sensitive information about a person,
such as: a person’s racial or ethnic affiliation, political views, religious beliefs, health status, sexual
life. Any person, body, organization or institution that is requested to provide the aforementioned
information is obliged to immediately provide it with all the data at its disposal. The aforementioned
regulation does not establish any restrictions on the category of information to be received, its
sensitivity or privacy. In fact, it grants the state the authority to receive any personal data, including
special categories of personal data. The request for this information may have a detrimental impact
on the private lives of donors and beneficiaries of a particular organization. In the context of such
broad discretion, the risks of unwarranted interference and encroachment on a person’s private life
by an administrative body are high. It is unclear why it is necessary to collect special categories of
personal data to detect the influence of a “foreign power”. Personal data should not be used
automatically without appropriate specific safeguards, as defined in the Council of Europe
Convention for the Protection of Individuals regarding Automatic Processing of Personal Data.
Thus, if the legislator fails to justify the legitimate aim and proportionality of the instrument used,
the requirement for accountability will not be consistent with human rights protected by

international conventions and will violate the right to private life and dignity.

Personal data protection and associated risks are one of the main challenges for the modern
world. The issue of personal data protection is becoming more relevant for Georgia over time.
Development of technologies and growing dynamics of data usage, in turn, inevitably emerge the
need for the implementation of effective methods for data regulation and evaluation. That’s why, in
an ever-developing digital world, the protection of personal data is becoming significant challenge
for individuals, organizations and regulatory bodies as well. Throughout constant development of
data collection and processing technologies, it is essential to improve the means of protecting
personal information. In Georgia, personal data protection has its own history and significant
foreign policy, as for Georgia, aligning with EU regulations is essential in the process of European
integration, including the timely signing and ratification of more than 180 + conventions. For the
state of Georgia, which at the declarative level expresses a desire to become a member of the
Euro - Atlantic family, it is critically essential to consider the legal standards established in Western
family. In this case, fundamental issues related to personal data, main characteristics and tenden-
cies, which are derived based on Georgian — European legislation.

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Competition Law and Its Importance for the Consumer -
The Way of Its Approximation in the Legal Space of the European Union

Competition law is the cornerstone of the functioning of the European Union's common market,
through which fair competition is achieved in the market, which has a positive impact on the final
consumer. In a market where there is a monopoly and there is no competition, the consumer is left
with no choice, therefore he rarely finds himself in a winning position. Competition law became
relevant for the Georgian legal space after the Association Agreement signed between the
European Union and Georgia in 2014. It is precisely this period that is associated with the creation
of the legislative framework and the start of the functioning of the executive agency. Given that 10
years have passed since the aforementioned period, it is possible to assess where Georgia stands
on the path of convergence, what obligations have been fulfilled and what impact this has had on
the formation of a competitive environment, and whether the current regulation has a positive
impact on consumers. The report will review both the legislative framework and practice and its

analysis.

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Personal Data Processing and Protection Standards in the Process
of E-Commerce in the European Union and Georgia

It is noteworthy that Georgia adopted the Law on Personal Data Protection in 2011, and its
updated version, which is aligned with the European General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR),
will enter into force on June 14, 2023, and will enter into force on March 1, 2024. This change
significantly improves the existing standard for the processing/protection of personal data. As for
the protection of personal data processed based on an electronic contract concluded between a
consumer and a trader in the process of e-commerce, interest in these topics has increased even
more after the spread of coronavirus (“Covid-19”), when the country faced new challenges. This
issue is still relevant today, since the country’s readiness for technological and legal development,
updated legislative regulation, and the Association Agreement with the European Union impose
additional obligations on the country in the process of improving this area. Accordingly, the report
will discuss the compliance of Georgian legislation regulating the processing/protection of personal
data of Georgian consumers in online contracts with international standards and existing
challenges, the obligations assumed by the country under the Association Agreement between
Georgia and the European Union to implement online commerce in practice, the best practices of
European countries in this direction, and the prospects for what Georgia should implement in the

process of electronic commerce to ensure effective protection of consumers' personal data.

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Personal Data Protection Challenges in the Electoral Process

The relevance of the topic of the proposed report is primarily determined by the fact that in
accordance with the amendments made to the electoral legislation, in October 2024, for the first
time in the history of the Georgian state, the next parliamentary elections will be held using
electronic means. It is undeniable that the new format of the elections simplifies the voting and
counting process, ensures a better quality of inclusiveness and accessibility of voting for
vulnerable groups. In addition, the introduction of electronic technologies in the electoral process
presents a different opportunity for processing the personal data of electoral subjects. It is also
worth noting that from March 1, 2024, the new Law of Georgia “On the Protection of Personal
Data” came into force, which established a high standard of privacy protection, which, of course,
will acquire a special significance during the electoral process. At all stages of the election
process, the requirements established by the Law of Georgia on the Protection of Personal Data
and international standards must be ensured, since the electoral environment is, at the same time,
a diverse process of processing personal data. On election day, if at the preparatory stage, elec-
toral lists are formed, they are distributed according to the relevant precincts, where they are
divided into special, portable box and other lists. Names, surnames, signatures of people who
declared for the elections are collected and stored, photographs of voters are used, political unions
collect data about their voters, carry out pre-election agitation, etc. Accordingly, within the
framework of the report, the legislative and practical aspects of elections conducted using
electronic technologies will be assessed, an analysis of the challenges associated with voting in
elections conducted using the new system will be presented, taking into account the risks

associated with the processing of personal data.

The concept of free and fair elections goes beyond the events of election day. A healthy electoral
ecosystem is crucial to ensure that election results truly reflect democratic and legal processes.
The principles of democratic governance and the rule of law fundamentally shape the relationship
between a state and its citizens. Accordingly, human rights are not abstract legal concepts that can
be easily enforced in any environment. To become tangible and achieve their intended goals,
human rights require appropriate environmental conditions. Also, the right to free elections cannot
be realized if human rights and freedoms are not protected in the electoral environment. This, as
proposed in the paper, includes such instrumental rights as freedom of expression, assembly,
association and their accompanying procedural guarantees, as well as the right to a fair trial. The
aim of the conference report is to interpret the right to free elections in the light of other freedoms,
to seek answers from international practice to the question of the extent to which the state's
obligation to ensure the free expression of the will of the people at elections is violated when the
state excessively: unlawfully and disproportionately restricts such rights as the freedoms of

Recently, there has been increased polarization among political groups in Georgia. The change in
the political agenda has sharply increased the importance of some parties involved in public
processes. Public organizations, groups and platforms operating in various fields, which have been
assigned an important role in the political agenda, have come under special attention. The above-
mentioned trend can be assessed as a universal phenomenon, however, within the framework of
our report, the main addressee of the accents is Georgia. Elections are the cornerstone of
democracy. In the conditions of polarization in society, special importance has been given to those
groups that claim to be devoid of political preferences and act only based on the genuine interests
of civil society. The involvement of the above-mentioned groups in the electoral process is
guaranteed by Georgian legislation, in particular, by Chapter V of the Election Code, which deals
with election monitoring and its coverage in the media space.

We believe
that, given the importance of the issue, the position of academic circles in public law should also
be voiced, so that the existing discussions can have another perspective, which will be based on

international standards and best practices characteristic of democratic societies.

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Ways to Address the Challenges of Low Political Participation of Women
in Georgia Based on the Example of EU Countries

Women are underrepresented in the positions of heads of state, ministers, and leaders of political
parties, both in the European Union and in Georgia. This factual circumstance is not only a
consequence, but also a cause of women's low political activity. According to existing gender
stereotypes, politics is considered a male domain and, accordingly, it is hostile towards women.
Traditional gender roles and expectations regarding family responsibilities make a political career
virtually impossible for women. Female politicians are also often the target of gender-biased
media, which focuses on their appearance or personal lives, which reduces their credibility.
Women become victims of sexual harassment and violence in all spheres of life, including politics.
The environment within political parties creates structural barriers for women that prevent them
from participating in politics and advancing. Not only do women lack access to support networks
and financial resources, but internal party systems and cultures may favor male candidates and fail
to provide equal opportunities for women at the outset. The abolition of gender quotas and the
absence of women-oriented policies are among the reasons for women’s low political participation.
The speaker will review the legal history of women’s political participation in Georgia and the
European Union, as well as the various strategies experienced in EU countries that are necessary

to address the challenges in this area.

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Rights of Persons with Disabilities and Their Political Involvement in Elections

Protecting the rights of persons with disabilities and ensuring their involvement in electoral
processes is one of the main components of a democratic society. Despite the fact that the equal
exercise of the right to vote is guaranteed at the national and international levels, these persons
often face various obstacles. It is critically important that their needs are recognized and taken into
account. Persons with disabilities often have to overcome additional barriers to fully participate in
the electoral process. Barriers to accessibility can be diverse, for example, problems related to the
accessibility of the physical environment, access to information, and other issues. Which, in
combination, complicates the full participation of persons with disabilities in the electoral
processes, whether active or passive, in the realization of the right to vote. It is also essential for
persons with disabilities to participate in the election administration and decision-making
processes. In democratic processes related to electoral issues, it is critically important that the
principle of universality of elections is respected. The speaker will review the existing legislative
framework and “good practices” at the domestic and international levels. He will also discuss the
electoral environment in Georgia in the context of the realization of electoral rights by persons with

disabilities.

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Political Involvement of Ethnic Minorities in Georgia

The civil, political and social integration of ethnic minorities is one of the acute problems in the
development of Georgian democracy. Despite the actions taken by the state, there is still no
pluralistic and inclusive environment for minority groups. In addition, the political integration of
ethnic minorities is one of the important prerequisites for the success of Georgia's European
integration process. Today, approximately 13% of the country's population are representatives of
ethnic minorities (the majority of them are compactly settled in the Kvemo Kartli and Samtskhe-
Javakheti regions). However, their level of involvement in public life is low, and this is especially
noticeable when it comes to the participation of minorities in political life, their representation in
elected bodies (local and central level) and government agencies. The report will discuss the
barriers hindering the involvement of ethnic minorities in politics, such as: legal and institutional
framework, linguistic, cultural, religious and socio-economic situation. Also, various special
mechanisms tested in EU countries, including the quota system and the financial support scheme
for political parties, which contributed to increasing the political representation and participation of

ethnic minorities.

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Immigrants’ Participation in Elections — Challenges and Ways
to Solve them on the Example of EU Countries

According to official data from the National Statistics Service of Georgia, the number of Georgian
citizens living abroad is increasing from year to year. Although Georgian immigrants are legally
granted the right to vote, in practice, exercising this right is associated with a number of challenges
and difficulties. According to the current regulations, immigrants can only vote in elections by
visiting a polling station, which effectively deprives a large part of them of the opportunity to
exercise their active right to vote. According to the practice in EU countries, voting by citizens living
abroad is ensured, among other things, in electronic form, by mail, and through a proxy. Georgian
citizens living in other states also do not have the option of voting by mobile ballot box, which
further reduces the number of voters participating in the elections. In addition, in other states, a
polling station is opened for a minimum of 50 and a maximum of 3,000 voters, which leads to a
shortage of polling stations. The small number of opened polling stations, in turn, creates
difficulties in reaching the polling station. Accordingly, for greater involvement of immigrants in the
elections, it is important to provide them with other forms of voting, in addition to the existing form,
which, on the one hand, will be in line with European standards, and on the other hand, this will

increase the activity of immigrants and the representativeness of the elections.
